	1. Registration Fee:  There is a $25.00 nonrefundable registration fee for all students who are not currently enrolled in Victory Christian School. Upon successful completion of high school material, the school will issue 1 or ½ credit depending upon course.  (STUDENTS MUST KNOW HOW TO TYPE AND BE FAMILIAR WITH COMPUTERS.)

2. Course Fee:  $250.00 per session per online course for ½ credit due at the time you turn in this registration form.  This will reserve a place on the class list.  Your course fee will be refunded should you choose to cancel your enrollment on or before May 20.  No refunds will be issued after May 20.  Make checks payable to Victory Christian School.  Submit your registration form to the School Registrar, first floor office. All work must be completed by the end of each Session to receive credit.   

3. Class Schedule.  Session 1 will be from Monday, June 6 – Thursday, June 30. Session 2 will be from Tuesday, July 5 – Thursday, July 28. Students who enroll for the courses may elect either AM or PM, depending upon computer availability. No more than ½ day in the lab is recommended.

	4. Course Load. Since these courses are individually paced, it may be possible for a student to complete more than one subject during the summer. We strongly recommend doing one subject at a time. The goal is to complete at least one subject for each session. Course work can be worked around family vacations. High school courses for credit recovery must be approved by the high school office. Middle school courses for grade recovery must be approved by the middle school office.

Parents and Students,

In accord with the vision of Victory Christian School the following is the acceptable dress code for Summer School for those students who desire to use the computer lab. 

Students may wear jeans, capris (girls), shorts (not shorter than the tips of their fingers when resting their arms at their sides), shirts that do not have anything offensive on them.  We are not requiring them to wear Christian t-shirts or Victory shirts. No spaghetti straps or sleeveless shirts. They may wear flip flops but need to remember the computer lab does become cold. Remember modesty is the key. If you are not sure if you should wear a certain item ask first. Students wearing clothing that is not in accord with the above items will not be allowed access to the computer lab.

Students need to bring headphones, notebook paper, calculator (if taking a math class), and pencils. Access to specific websites will be denied as the students are here to complete the work assigned in the most efficient manner possible. Students should only attend either the morning or afternoon session unless prior arrangements have been made. There is no provision for a supervised lunch period and students are expected to conform to the Victory Christian School Honor Code. As students are not required to come to the computer lab for access to the Victory Online classroom daily attendance in the lab is not recorded. Students who do attend are expected to follow all classroom rules as set by the facilitator or they may be denied access to use the lab for the summer. The Victory Online classroom is accessible from any computer that has Internet access.   
While there will be a supervising teacher available to answer questions or assist students, one on one tutoring is not provided.
